Abortion and your Criterion

for Right and Wrong?

When faced with an action or decision that could impact other people or society we have two and only two possible criteria to select from. One is that we can be unselfish and pro-society by making our decision of right and wrong based on what is best for other people and society. The second is that we can be selfish, permissive and pro-choice and do what we want to do regardless of who gets hurt.


Somewhat obviously, people who are pro-choice on abortion pick the selfish, permissive and pro-choice criterion. What many of them do not understand is that their choice has far-reaching implications in at least two major areas beyond this single decision.


One is that people are never pro-choice in only one area. Statistics show that people who are pro-choice in one area are more likely to be pro-choice in other areas. They may be pro-choice on marriage or pro-choice on attending church regularly but being pro-choice also extends to being pro-choice on selling drugs to kids, being pro-choice on euthanasia or murder, being pro-choice on using drugs, being pro-choice on theft or vandalism, or being pro-choice on committing other crimes. Once you decide that it is OK to do what you want to do regardless of who gets hurt, the potential number of pro-choice decisions becomes endless.


The second area of concern is desensitization. When people are told it is OK to be selfish, permissive and pro-choice, or when they see others being selfish, permissive and pro-choice, then they become more selfish, permissive and pro-choice themselves. While the amount of influence varies from person to person, this is the means by which selfishness, permissiveness and the pro-choice attitude spreads through our society like germs, pollution and disease. Hence, when neighbors, friends and others see someone who is pro-choice on abortion, that desensitizes them to being permissive and pro-choice on abortion as well as on other actions and decisions that impact others and society.


Once you understand how desensitization spreads selfishness, permissiveness and the pro-choice attitude throughout our society, you start looking at abortion and euthanasia from  an additional perspective. Abortion and euthanasia are not isolated decisions because they are interconnected to so many other decisions and actions. However, abortion and euthanasia, as well as all of our actions, are still personal decisions because no one makes them but us and no one is responsible for them but us.


Which criterion is your choice? Are you pro-life, unselfish and pro-society on abortion and your other decisions and actions? Or are you permissive and pro-choice on abortion and all the other pro-choice decisions that it causes and is related to? 
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
